CPSEs too slow 
capex, halve such 
spend in June qtr 

Over 70% of the capex 
materialises in the second half 
of the financial year.The CPSEs, 
under government prodding, 
have set a target to invest about 
~4.5 lakh crore from their inter- 
nal accruals and borrowings in 
FY21; the target itself was lower 
than theestimated €5 lakh crore 
(revised estimate) for FY20RE.In 
fact, the actual capex achieve- 
ment by CPSEs in FY20 is believ- 
edtobealittle lowerthan the RE, 

as the slowdown accentuated in 
the second half of last fiscal. 

As reported by FE earlier, 
while revenue constraints led to 
aslowing of capital expenditure 
by state governments in FY20, 
the CPSEs owned by it largely 
held the fort, preventing public 
expenditure from losing its 
share in the gross domestic 
product (GDP). The combined 
capital expenditure by the 
CPSEs with annual capex bud- 
gets above €500 crore turned 
out to be *4.41 lakh crore in 
FY20. This was 90% of the 
~4.9-lakh-crore target for the 

year and 1.1% higher than the 
capital spending by these enti- 
ties in the previous year. 

Of course, the CPSE capex 
growth too slowed considerably 
since FY18, but the rate of 

decline in the growth has been 
lower than that in other seg- 
ments of the economy like pri- 
vate investments and private 
consumption.The CPSEs acqui- 
tted themselves even as states, 

hit by revenue constraints, 
slowed their budgetary capex. 

The Centre is endeavouring 
to maintain capex pace despite 
the Covid-19 crisis and intends 
to achieve the target of 4.12 
lakh crore for FY21 compared 
with %3.37 lakh crore in FY20.
